Entry Deadline:
Wednesday March 28, 2007.

Eligibility:
The tournament is open to everyone but only ATTA members will be eligible for
team selection. Please see the first page for the requirement of each age event.

Classification:
The latest available CTTA ratings will be used at draw.

Non-Rated Player:
A non-rated or new player may enter any events but subject to Tournament
Committee’s discretion.

Junior Events:
A junior player must enter your own age group and may enter the next higher
one.

Rules:
The latest ITTF laws including the 11-point system and the service rule apply to
all competitions.

Equipment:
3-star 40-mm balls, tournament-quality tables and nets will be used. Players’
racquets must conform to ITTF rules.

Clothing:

Players should wear sport shirt, shorts and skirt of colors different from the ball.
Tracksuit bottom may be allowed during play at the discretion of the Tournament
Committee. Non-marking runner must be worn during play.

Umpires:
Players will umpire each other’s matches in a round robin and the loser in the
knock-out stage will be required to umpire once in the following rounds.

Default:
A player has five minutes after his or her name is called to show up; otherwise he
or she will default the match.

Matches & Events:

All matches are best 3/5 except for the semi-finals and the final of the Open
Singles events, which will be best 4/7. The first- and second-placed players in
each preliminary round-robin group of the Open Singles event will advance to
the championship stage, while other players will compete in the Consolation
Singles. The single knock-out system will generally be used after round-robin for
all events. However, the single knock-out format will directly be used in the
2-player team events. The Tournament Committee reserves the right to modify
tournament events and competition formats based on the number of entries.

Team Play Format:

The combined rating must be under 2200. The following format will be used:
best 2 out of 3 matches: Avs X, BvsY, AB vs XY, where A & X is the higher rated
player.

Prizes:
Trophies, medals or plagues will be awarded for the winner and runner-up in all
events.

Entry Fee:

Maximum 6 events are allowed to enter. Please pay your Entry Fee (cash only)
at the Control desk before your games start. Every player must pay the CTTA
Rating Fee unless you register doubles event(s) only.

An entry after the deadline is subject to Tournament Committee’s discretion. If it

is accepted, a Late Entry Fee of the amount of $5 will be charged.
