ELIGIBILITY

e All participants must be members in good standing of the BCTTA, CTTA, USTTA or

other ITTF affiliated association.

Non-members will be charged an extra fee.

Eligibility for all rating events (e.g. U-1800) and seedings in the draw are based on
the latest Canadian ratings available at the time of the draw. In doubles, the ratings
refer to the combined ratings of the pair.

e  The Tournament Committee may estimate the rating of any unrated player at any
time during the tournament and remove that player from any event for which such a
rating would make the player ineligible.

e NOVICE refers to unrated players and players with ratings under 150. Any previous
Novice finalists are not eligible for Novice event.

e A player/pair may only enter one event scheduled to start at the same time.

Age Categories All age categories are ages as of January 1, 2002.

under-18: born on or after Jan 1, 1985 under-15: born on or after Jan 1, 1988
under-13: born on or after Jan 1, 1990 under-11: born on or after Jan 1 1992
over-40: born before Jan 1, 1962 over-50: born before Jan 1, 1952

FORMAT

e Women’s Singles, Novice Singles and U-300 Singles shall have preliminary round-
robin followed by single knockouts.

e Open Singles shall have preliminary round-robin followed by single knockouts
including quarter finals. The four semi-finalists shall have a final round-robin to
determine their positions.

e All other events will be Single knockouts. The Tournament Committee may at its
discretion consider round-robins for events with less than 12 entries.

e Open Singles final RR4 & Women'’s Singles semi-finals and final will be best 4 of 7
games. All other events will be best 3 of 5 games.

RULES

e |TTF rules and regulations will be in effect. (The 11-point scoring system and the
new service rules will be in effect.)

All rackets must be one side black and one side red with ITTF approved coverings.

e Tie-breaks in round-robin will be decided by score of matches, games and points
only of those players involved in the tie.

e Tracksuit or any part thereof may not be worn during play except by special
permission of the Referee (see ITTF regulations). Athletic shorts and short sleeve
playing shirt MUST be worn during matches. Colour of playing shirt should be
non-white and playing shoes should be non-marking.

e  Events with less than 5 entries may be cancelled or combined with another event at
the discretion of the Tournament Committee.

UMPIRING
In general, players will be required to umpire their own matches. Umpires will be provided
for semi-finals and finals, Open Singles, Women'’s Singles, Open Doubles, U-2400
Doubles and in case of dispute.
